
WAC 110-305-6450  Off-site activity—Emergency information and 
supplies.  When on an off-site activity, program staff must have 
available:

(1) An emergency consent form for each child that includes:
(a) Emergency contact information;
(b) Permission to obtain medical treatment for the child in the 

event of a medical emergency;
(c) A list of the child's allergies, if applicable; and
(d) Permission to administer medications, if applicable;
(2) Emergency supplies, including:
(a) A first-aid kit; and
(b) Each child's required medication or emergency medicine, if 

applicable.
