When the de-
partment issues a probationary license, the licensee must:

(1) Provide the parents and guardians of enrolled children notice
of the probationary license in a department-approved format within
five working days of the licensee receiving the probationary license;

(2) Provide documentation to the department that parents or
guardians of enrolled children have been notified;

(3) Inform new parents or guardians of the probationary status
before enrolling new children;

(4) Post documentation of the approved written probationary 1i-
cense as required by RCW 43.215.525; and

(5) Return the licensee's nonexpiring full license to the depart-
ment.
