WAC 132F-121-230 Reestablishment of academic standing after suc-
cessful appeal. When a student has missed classes and/or course work
due to a disciplinary suspension or expulsion, but that disciplinary
sanction was appealed and not upheld, the student shall be given a
reasonable opportunity to reestablish his/her academic standing and
the alternative of a withdrawal and refund of tuition and fees. De-
pending on the circumstances, reestablishing academic standing may in-
clude opportunities to take examinations and otherwise complete course
offerings that were missed due to the disciplinary sanction or to re-
take the class(es).
