
WAC 132G-116-115  Bicycles and nonvehicular transportation usage. 
Bicycles may be ridden any place where vehicles are permitted. They 
may also be ridden on the campus sidewalks or pathways though pedes-
trians always have the right of way. Bicyclists shall not ride in a 
reckless manner nor engage in stunts or dangerous acts nor operate at 
speeds greater than fifteen miles per hour or such lower speed as is 
reasonable and prudent under the circumstances. Bicyclists may be ci-
ted and fined for violations of traffic offenses under these regula-
tions. With the exception of handicapped transportation devices, no 
other nonvehicular modes of transportation will be allowed on college 
property.
