
WAC 132G-116-255  Revocation of permits.  Parking permits are li-
censes and the property of the college and may be revoked by the safe-
ty/security department for, but not limited to, any of the following 
reasons:

(1) When the purpose for which the permit was issued changes or 
no longer exists.

(2) When a permit is used on an unauthorized vehicle or by an un-
authorized individual.

(3) Falsification on a parking permit application form.
(4) Continued violations of these parking regulations.
(5) Counterfeiting or alteration of parking permits.
(6) Failure to comply with a decision of the safety/security su-

pervisor.
(7) When a permit has been stolen, obtained by illegal means, or 

reported stolen by the original purchaser.
Appeals of parking permit revocations may be made to the vice 

president of student affairs. Appeals must be filed within five work-
ing days of the date of notice of revocation. The decision of the vice 
president for student affairs is final.
