
WAC 132P-33-450  Purpose of disciplinary actions.  The college 
may apply sanctions or take other appropriate action when student con-
duct interferes with the college's education process:

(1) Nothing herein shall prevent faculty members from taking rea-
sonable summary action as maybe reasonably necessary to maintain order 
when they have reason to believe that such action is necessary for the 
physical safety and well-being of the student, the safety and protec-
tion of other students, of college property or where the student's 
conduct disrupts the educational process.

(2) Such summary action in the form of removal from the classroom 
shall be effective for a period not to exceed two scheduled classroom 
days.

(3) Faculty shall maintain a written record of any summary action 
and a copy shall be filed with the dean of student services or desig-
nee within two scheduled classroom days (excludes Saturday, Sunday, 
and holidays).

(4) Any summary action may be appealed to the dean of student 
services or designee for an informal hearing.
