WAC 132X-60-150 Emergency procedures. In the event of activi-
ties which interfere with the orderly operation of the college, the
vice president for student services or the president, or their design-
ees shall determine the course of action which appears to offer the
best possibility for resolution of the problem. The emergency proce-
dures outlined below will be followed if deemed essential:

(1) Inform those involved in such activities that they are in vi-
olation of college code or civil/criminal laws or regulations.

(2) Inform them that they should cease and desist. Indicate an
area on campus where they are able to conduct their activities without
interfering with the operation of the college, if such an area 1is
available.

(3) If they do not respond within a reasonable time, call campus
security.
