
WAC 162-08-107  Real estate transactions—Conciliation.  During 
the period beginning with the filing of a complaint of an unfair prac-
tice in a real estate transaction and ending with the filing of a 
charge or a dismissal by the commission, the commission shall, to the 
extent feasible, engage in conciliation with respect to the complaint.

(1) An agreement arising out of conciliation efforts under this 
section shall be an agreement between the respondent and the complai-
nant, and shall be subject to approval by the commission.

(2) Each conciliation agreement shall be made public unless the 
complainant and respondent agree otherwise and the commission deter-
mines that disclosure is not necessary to further the purposes of 
chapter 49.60 RCW.
