
WAC 173-186-340  Planning standards for in situ burning.  Based 
on the NWACP, plan holders operating in areas where in situ burning 
could be approved shall identify equipment for the use of in situ 
burning including locations of fire booms, air monitoring equipment, 
firefighting foam, igniters and aircraft or vessels to be used to de-
ploy the igniters. These resources shall be capable of being on scene 
within twelve hours of spill notification.
