WAC 192-800-085 When will administrative law judges hear con-
solidated cases? The presiding administrative law Jjudge may hear in-
dividual matters on a consolidated record if there 1is a substantial
identity of issues and the rights of no interested party will be ad-
versely affected. This procedure should provide for the hearing of ad-
ditional or unique issues relating to individual cases.
