WAC 196-09-100 Investigative cost reimbursement. The reimburse-
ment of investigative costs may be ordered by the board if the adjudi-
cative process has resulted in a finding by the board that identifies
conduct which is considered misconduct or malpractice and has resulted
in the suspension or revocation of the license to practice. Costs sub-
ject to reimbursement are those expenses paid by the board during the
investigation process, such as expert or consultant witness contracts.
