WAC 200-110-210 Standards for operation—Membership. Membership
in a joint self-insurance program requires the execution of an inter-
local agreement. Members of a joint self-insurance program shall re-
ceive benefits for claims covered by the program only as a result of
their signature on the interlocal agreement. Only members may partici-
pate in risk-sharing. Only members may participate in the self-insured
retention layer, and only members may participate in the Jjoint pur-
chase of insurance. Further, each member shall agree to the following:

(1) Each member shall pay assessments when required by the gov-
erning body of the program.

(2) Each member shall obtain approval to join the program from
the governing body of the respective member. The approval shall be by
resolution or ordinance of the governing body as appropriate for the
entity type.

(3) Each member shall become a signatory to the interlocal agree-
ment and subsequent amendments to the interlocal agreement of the
joint self-insurance program.
