WAC 200-320-210 Agencies shall identify state standards. If an
agency intends to require the use of state standards it shall identify
them in the solicitation document. State standards may include, but
are not limited to: Financial, accounting, audit, payroll, human re-
sources, procurement, record retention, or other systems, methods, in-
frastructure, or practices. Agencies shall use technology standards
established by the Washington state department of information serv-
ices, information services board.
