WAC 220-430-020 Game farm invoice requirements. It is unlawful
for a licensed game farm to transfer wildlife unless the wildlife is
accompanied by an invoice which must include the name and address of
the game farm, date of transfer, number and species transferred, and
the name and address of transferee. The invoice 1is the transferee's
permit to hold such game in captivity and must be retained during the
time such wildlife is in his possession. Game farms must retain a copy
of all invoices on the licensed premise for a period of two years from
date of transaction and must send a copy of the invoice or a list of
transferees and species transferred to the department with the game
farm's annual report.
