
WAC 246-976-990  Fees and fines.  (1) The department shall assess 
individual health care facilities submitting a proposal to be designa-
ted as a level I general trauma care facility a fee, not to exceed 
seven thousand dollars, to help defray the costs to the department of 
inspections and review of applications.

(2) The department shall assess individual health care facilities 
submitting a proposal to be designated as a level II general trauma 
care facility a fee, not to exceed six thousand dollars, to help de-
fray the costs to the department of inspections and review of applica-
tions.

(3) The department shall assess individual health care facilities 
submitting a proposal to be designated as a level III general trauma 
care facility a fee, not to exceed one thousand nine hundred fifty 
dollars, to help defray the costs to the department of inspections and 
review of applications.

(4) The department shall assess individual health care facilities 
submitting a proposal to be designated as a level I pediatric trauma 
care facility a fee, not to exceed nine thousand two hundred dollars, 
to help defray the costs to the department of inspections and review 
of applications.

(5) The department shall assess individual health care facilities 
submitting a proposal to be designated as a level II pediatric trauma 
care facility a fee, not to exceed eight thousand dollars, to help de-
fray the costs to the department of inspections and review of applica-
tions.

(6) The department shall assess individual health care facilities 
submitting a proposal to be designated as a level III pediatric trauma 
care facility a fee, not to exceed two thousand dollars, to help de-
fray the costs to the department of inspections and review of applica-
tions.

(7) The department shall assess health care facilities submitting 
a joint proposal to be jointly designated as a level I general or pe-
diatric trauma care facility a fee, of at least seven thousand dol-
lars, and based upon a determined hourly rate and per diem expense per 
inspection team member, not to exceed fourteen thousand five hundred 
dollars to help defray the costs to the department of inspections and 
review of applications.

(8) The department shall assess health care facilities submitting 
a joint proposal to be jointly designated as a level II general or pe-
diatric trauma care facility a fee, of at least six thousand dollars, 
and based upon a determined hourly rate and per diem expense per in-
spection team member, not to exceed twelve thousand five hundred dol-
lars to help defray the costs to the department of inspections and re-
view of applications.

(9) The department shall assess health care facilities submitting 
a joint proposal to be jointly designated as a level III general or 
pediatric trauma care facility a fee, of at least one thousand nine 
hundred fifty dollars, and based upon a determined hourly rate and per 
diem expense per inspection team member, not to exceed three thousand 
one hundred dollars to help defray the costs to the department of in-
spections and review of applications.

(10) The department shall assess health care facilities submit-
ting a proposal to be designated at multiple levels to provide adult 
and pediatric care a fee, not to exceed nine thousand two hundred dol-
lars to help defray the costs to the department of inspections and re-
view of applications.
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(11) The department shall not assess such fees to health care fa-
cilities applying to provide level IV and V trauma care services.

(12) If an ambulance or aid service fails to comply with the re-
quirements of chapters 18.71, 18.73, 70.168 RCW, the Uniform Discipli-
nary Act, or with the requirements of this chapter, the department may 
notify the appropriate local, state or federal agencies.
