WAC 262-03-080 Hearing procedures. (1) Any hearing pursuant to
WAC 262-03-070(2) will be conducted by the hearing officer appointed
by the commission.

(2) The respondent may personally appear at the hearing, appear
through a duly authorized representative and/or be represented by le-
gal counsel. The respondent, representative or legal counsel will be
given a full opportunity to submit and respond to papers and plead-
ings, to present evidence and argument, and to conduct cross-examina-
tion of witnesses.

(3) Following the hearing, the hearing officer will determine the
facts by a preponderance of the evidence, issue written findings of
fact, and issue a written order. The order will include a brief state-
ment of the hearing officer's findings and order and a statement about
the availability and time limits of appeals procedures pursuant to WAC
262-03-090.
