WAC 296-15-140 Expense of out-of-state audit. (1) When is a
self-insurer charged for audit expenses? The self-insurer must reim-
burse the department for all travel, per diem and documented expenses
as related to the audit when the department representative travels
outside the state of Washington.

(2) How much will the self-insurer be charged? The self-insured
employer is billed the actual costs that the department incurred.
