
WAC 296-52-69050  Inventory.  (1) A qualified person must be: 
(a) Responsible for the magazine at all times;
(b) At least twenty-one years old;
(c) Held responsible for the enforcement of all safety require-

ments.
(2) Explosives must:
(a) Be accounted for at all times;
(b) Be kept in a locked magazine when not in use;
(c) Not be easily accessed by unauthorized persons.
(3) Inventory and use records must be kept up to date for all ex-

plosives.
(4) Any person responsible for explosives who discovers a theft 

or loss of explosives must report the incident to local law enforce-
ment within twenty-four hours.

(5) Law enforcement agencies must report a theft or loss of ex-
plosives to the department immediately.

(6) Other people who know of attempted or actual unauthorized 
magazine entry must report this information to local law enforcement.
