
WAC 352-80-100  Use of funds.  The following conditions apply to 
the use of the funds:

(1) Project contract. For every funded project, a contract must 
be executed on behalf of the commission and by the funding recipient. 
Generally, the funding recipient will not be reimbursed for costs in-
curred prior to the execution of the contract by both parties at the 
sole discretion of state parks.

(2) Technical standards. The funding recipient for grants under 
this chapter shall ensure that all programs are in accordance with the 
technical standards provided by state parks.

(3) Reporting requirements. The funding recipient shall submit 
the reports required by state parks as directed in the funding con-
tract.

(4) Compliance with state and federal laws, regulations, and pol-
icies. In accepting project funding, the funding recipient agrees to 
and certifies compliance with all applicable federal and state laws, 
regulations and policies.

(5) Accountability. Funding recipients will maintain accurate ac-
counting records on the expenditure of project funds, provide state 
parks with these records consistent with the agreement or upon re-
quest, and will permit state parks to audit the use of funds in ac-
cordance with generally accepted audit practices and standards. State 
parks reserves the right to terminate its participation in any project 
which fails to perform according to the requirements of this chapter.

(6) Program evaluation should include participants, family mem-
bers and teachers who can comment on academic grades or increased in-
terest of the participant to remain in or return to school.

(7) Fees charged. Fees for program services may be assessed for 
program participants with the approval of state parks.
