
WAC 365-196-725  Constitutional provisions.  (1) Comprehensive 
plans and development regulations adopted under the act are subject to 
the supremacy principle of Article VI, United States Constitution and 
of Article XI, Section 11, Washington state Constitution.

(2) Counties and cities planning under the act are required to 
use a process established by the state attorney general to assure that 
proposed regulatory or administrative actions do not unconstitutional-
ly infringe upon private property rights. As set forth in RCW 
36.70A.370, the state attorney general has developed a publication en-
titled "Advisory Memorandum: Avoiding Unconstitutional Takings of Pri­
vate Property," which is updated frequently to maintain consistency 
with changes in case law. Counties and cities should contact the de-
partment or state attorney general for the latest edition of this ad-
visory memorandum.
