Community engagement services are services designed to increase a
waiver participant's connection to and engagement in formal and infor-
mal community supports.

(2) Services are designed to develop creative, flexible, and sup-
portive community resources and relationships for individuals with de-
velopmental disabilities.

(3) Waiver participants are introduced to the community resources
and supports that are available in their area.

(4) Participants are supported to develop skills that will facil-
itate integration into their community.

(5) Outcomes for this service include skill development, opportu-
nities for socialization, wvalued community roles, and involvement in
community activities, organizations, groups, projects, and other re-
sources.

(6) This service is available in the IFS waiver.
