
WAC 392-169-090  Finance—Generation and apportionment of state 
basic education moneys.  (1) Each running start student shall generate 
state running start basic education moneys based upon the student's 
enrollment under this chapter in institution of higher education cour-
ses or programs in accordance with the definitions of FTE and AAFTE 
students set forth in WAC 392-169-025 and 392-169-030, the enrollment 
and enrollment count limitations set forth in WAC 392-169-055 and 
392-169-115, rules of the superintendent of public instruction set 
forth in Title 392 WAC which supplement and do not conflict with this 
chapter, and the Biennial Operating Appropriations Act.

(2) The superintendent of public instruction shall apportion run-
ning start basic education moneys to school districts reporting run-
ning start enrollments based upon AAFTE nonvocational and vocational 
running start enrollments and uniform statewide rates for nonvocation-
al and vocational students as determined pursuant to WAC 392-169-095.

(3) School districts may retain and expend for running start pro-
gram counseling or other school district purposes up to seven percent 
of the running start basic education moneys apportioned by the super-
intendent of public instruction.

(4) School districts shall apportion each institution of higher 
education's share of running start basic education moneys received un-
der this chapter to each institution on at least a modified quarterly 
basis on or before December 31, March 31, June 30, and August 31 each 
school year.
