WAC 478-121-315 Brief adjudicative proceedings—Initial order.
At the conclusion of the fact finding, the conduct officer will pre-
pare an 1initial order. If the respondent is found responsible, the
conduct officer will impose a sanction. The conduct officer will serve
the initial order to the parties, simultaneously and in writing. The
initial order will include a brief written statement of the reasons
for the decision and an explanation of how to request administrative
review of the initial order and the time frame to do so.
