
WAC 480-62-320  Remote controlled operations.  (1) Railroad com-
panies, including logging and industrial railroad companies, must re-
port to the commission their intention to create or enlarge a remote-
control area at least thirty days before remote-control operations be-
gin. Reports must include:

(a) The name of the railroad company;
(b) The approximate date when remote-control operations will 

start; and
(c) The location of remote-control operations. Railroads should 

provide sufficient information to allow the commission to determine 
what road crossings at grade are included within the remote-control 
area.

(2) Railroad companies must report to the commission their inten-
tion to create or enlarge a remote-control zone at least thirty days 
before remote-control operations begin. Reports must include:

(a) The name of the railroad company;
(b) The approximate date when remote-control operations will 

start; and
(c) The remote-control area within which the zone will be cre-

ated.
(3) Railroads must report to the commission their intention to 

use cameras for point protection at crossings at least thirty days 
prior to the intended implementation date.
