WAC 495A-300-080 Investigation process—Consolidation of formal
complaints. When multiple sexual harassment allegations by or against
different parties arise out of the same facts or circumstances, the
college may consolidate the investigation of formal complaints, provi-
ded consolidation can be accomplished in compliance with confidential-
ity protections imposed by the Family Educational Rights and Privacy
Act (FERPA). This includes instances in which complainant and respond-
ent have lodged formal complaints against one another or when allega-
tions of sexual assault are lodged by a single complainant against
multiple respondents, or when multiple complainants lodge sexual as-
sault complaints against single or multiple respondents.
