
WAC 504-26-105  Recruitment, appointment, and term of conduct and 
appeals board members.  A committee comprised of students, staff, and 
faculty members and convened by the vice president for student affairs 
selects a pool of members of the university community to serve as con-
duct board members, as well as a separate pool for appeals board mem-
bers. Each pool must include representatives from all WSU campuses. 
Pool members are approved by the university president and must be in 
good standing with the university. Pool members serve a maximum term 
of four calendar years but may apply to serve another four-year term 
after a break of two years. Terms of pool members are staggered. 
Boards are convened by the vice president for student affairs or des-
ignee. The center for community standards is not involved in the re-
cruitment or application processes for board members.
