WAC 504-26-520 Conduct hold on student record. When a student
leaves the university or completes course work required for a degree
after an incident occurs that could result in violations of the stand-
ards of conduct, the center for community standards may place a con-
duct hold on the student's record. A conduct hold may also be placed
on the student's account if the student has failed to adequately com-
plete sanctions by the proscribed timeline. A conduct hold may re-
strict the student from adding or dropping classes, requesting an of-
ficial transcript, or receiving a degree from the university until the
hold is removed. The center for community standards must advise the
student of the hold and the process for challenging the hold. A con-
duct hold under these circumstances is not a sanction and does not im-
ply or assume responsibility for a violation of the standards of con-
duct.
