
WAC 516-26-060  Challenges—Hearing before student academic 
grievance board.  (1) If informal proceedings fail to resolve the com-
plaint of a student, the student may file a written request for an ap-
peal to the student academic grievance board of the university.

(2) The student academic grievance board shall process the appeal 
according to procedures outlined in the student academic grievance 
policy.

(3) If a student demonstrates that the student's education re-
cords are inaccurate, misleading, or otherwise in violation of the 
privacy or other rights of the student, the student academic grievance 
board shall have authority to order the correction or deletion of in-
accurate, misleading or otherwise inappropriate data contained in the 
records.

(4) If a student demonstrates that the release of the student's 
education records would be improper under this chapter, the student 
academic grievance board shall have authority to order that the re-
cords not be released.

(5) If a student demonstrates that the student is entitled to ac-
cess to particular documents under this chapter, the student academic 
grievance board shall have authority to order that the student be per-
mitted access to the records.

(6) The decision of the student academic grievance board shall be 
rendered in writing within a reasonable period of time after the con-
clusion of the hearing.
