
WAC 106-08-290  Depositions and interrogatories in contested ca-
ses—Recordation.  The officer before whom the deposition is to be 
taken shall put the witness on oath and shall personally or by someone 
acting under the officer's direction and in the officer's presence, 
record the testimony by typewriter directly or by transcription from 
stenographic notes, wire or record recorders, which record shall sepa-
rately and consecutively number each interrogatory. Objections to the 
notice, qualifications of the officer taking the deposition, or to the 
manner of taking it, or to the evidence presented or to the conduct of 
the officer, or of any party, shall be noted by the officer upon the 
deposition. All objections by any party not so made are waived.
