WAC 194-14-180 Parties. For purposes of these rules, the par-
ties to an appeal shall be the appellant and the office. If the appel-
lant is a person other than the original applicant for the order, the
applicant may be permitted to intervene. Upon application, any other
person may be permitted to intervene upon a showing that he will be
adversely affected by the outcome of the appeal, unless the board de-
termines that his interest 1is adequately represented by one of the
parties or intervenors to the appeal.
