
WAC 296-19A-500  Definitions.  (1) "Training provider" means any 
entity offering education in any form or manner for the purpose of in-
structing, training, or providing knowledge or skills.

(2) "Accredited" means the training provider has been approved by 
the state agency responsible for regulating degree granting institu-
tions, or an accreditation body recognized by the secretary of the De-
partment of Education, or the Commission on Accrediting Rehabilitation 
Facilities, or a public educational institution.

(3) "Licensed" means the training provider is regulated, licensed 
or approved by the state agency that regulates vocational education, 
or under any occupational licensing act, or a federal or local govern-
ment agency, or the Washington state apprenticeship training council.
