
WAC 296-24-62909  Response time.  (1) You must ensure that fire 
detection systems installed for the purpose of actuating fire extin-
guishment or suppression systems shall be designed to operate in time 
to control or extinguish a fire.

(2) You must ensure that fire detection systems installed for the 
purpose of employee alarm and evacuation be designed and installed to 
provide a warning for emergency action and safe escape of employees.

(3) You must not delay alarms or devices initiated by fire detec-
tor actuation for more than thirty seconds unless such delay is neces-
sary for the immediate safety of employees. When such delay is neces-
sary, it must be addressed in an emergency action plan meeting the re-
quirements of WAC 296-24-567.
