
WAC 296-150M-0865  When must a contractor, firm, partnership, or 
corporation pay assessed monetary penalties?  (1) If a contractor, 
firm, partnership, or corporation named in a notice of infraction does 
not choose to appeal the notice, then the contractor, firm, partner-
ship, or corporation must pay the department the amount of the penalty 
prescribed for the infraction.

(2) After an administrative law judge decides that an infraction 
has been committed, a contractor who does not appeal the decision to a 
superior court, has thirty days to pay any outstanding monetary penal-
ties.
