
WAC 296-350-70025  Interim orders—Description and requesting. 
(1) You may request an interim order when requesting a permanent or 
temporary variance, or anytime after. Interim orders allow you to vary 
from existing WISHA requirements until we make a final decision on 
your variance request.

(2) We may choose to issue an interim order in response to a var-
iance request, even when the interim order was not specifically re-
quested.

(3) Our decision to grant or deny an interim order will not re-
strict our decision on a permanent or temporary variance request.

(4) Interim orders will be effective until revoked or until we 
approve or deny your variance request.
