
WAC 381-20-080  Protection of public records.  Public records 
shall be disclosed only in the presence of a public disclosure coordi-
nator or his or her designee who shall withdraw the records if the 
person requesting disclosure acts in a manner which will damage or 
substantially disorganize the records or interfere excessively with 
other essential functions of the board. The section shall not be con-
strued to prevent the board from accommodating a client by use of the 
mails in the disclosure process.
