WAC 468-34-080 Procedure on protests. If a protest or protests
to an application are filed with the department, the secretary or his
designee shall, at the time for hearing such application, insofar as
is practicable, state the issues raised by the protest or protests,
take such other steps as it may deem necessary for complete hearing on
such issues, and continue such hearing from time to time until the
hearing is completed in accordance with these rules.
