
WAC 468-600-340  Proposer presentations.  At any time during the 
evaluation process, the evaluation panel may request proposers to make 
presentations to the panel. Proposers shall be afforded not less than 
ten business days following written notification from the panel to 
prepare such presentations. The format of these presentations will in-
clude a formal presentation by the proposer, followed by any questions 
the evaluation panel may have pertaining to the project proposal or 
the presentation. These meetings will allow the evaluation panel to 
seek clarification of project elements and complete deliverable re-
quirements, and provide proposers with the opportunity to further ex-
plain their proposed projects. If there is an issue to which the pro-
poser is unable to respond during the formal presentation, the evalua-
tion panel may, at its discretion, grant the proposer a reasonable pe-
riod of time in which to submit a written response.
