
WAC 137-91-075  Other health care coverage.  If an offender is 
eligible for health care benefits through the veterans administration, 
the department of labor and industries (L&I), automobile insurance 
claims, or any other third-party payer or insurer determined to be 
primarily responsible for the offender's health condition, through co-
ordination of benefits rules, the department of corrections shall be 
considered a secondary payer.
