WAC 139-06-080 Filing of documents for hearings. (1) If a hear-
ing is to be conducted in person, an original and five copies of the
opening brief, witness list, exhibit 1list, and exhibits are to be sub-
mitted to the commission at: 19010 1st Avenue South, Burien, Washing-
ton 98148 as outlined in the prehearing order.

(a) All hearing documents received by the commission will be
shared with the petitioner, respondent, and the administrative law
judge (ALJ) .

(b) In addition, an electronic copy of each document shall be
provided to the commission, the petitioner, the ALJ, and the respond-
ent or their representative. Service shall be accomplished in accord-
ance with the superior court civil rules.

(2) Witness lists must include a statement of the subject matter
on which the witness is expected to testify. Failure to include sub-
ject matter in such a statement may be grounds for exclusion of testi-
mony regarding that subject matter at the hearing.

(3) The petitioner and respondent should submit a proposed find-
ings of fact and conclusion of law within three days of the conclusion
of the hearing.
