(1) All employees whose primary job function is the case management in
the community of adult offenders under the state department of correc-
tions supervision, to include: Monitoring adjustment of offenders in-
volved with in/outpatient treatment programs, counseling offenders
and/or referring them for counseling or other resource/treatment pro-
grams, and making home/field wvisits pursuant to offender classifica-
tion standards must complete both the basic community corrections of-
ficers academy and the basic arrest, search, and seizure academy. Rep-
resentative job classifications include, but are not limited to, com-
munity corrections officers, community risk management specialists,
hearings officers, and victim advocates.

(2) The basic community corrections officers academy curriculum
shall be at least 80 instructional hours in length and will include,
but not be limited to, the following subject matter areas:

) Interpersonal skills

3) The basic arrest, search, and seizure academy curriculum
shall be at least 40 instructional hours in length and will include,
but not be limited to, the following subject matter areas:

iii) Field safety techniques

Verbal de-escalation

Home assessments
Related skills
Dealing with aggressive and resistive behavior
) Legal issues
i) Evidence procedures
