In a nursing education
program preparing students for licensure as advanced registered nurse
practitioners, nursing faculty teaching nursing must meet the follow-
ing qualifications:

(1) An active, unencumbered Washington state ARNP license;

(2) A minimum of a graduate degree in nursing from an accredited
college or university and from a nursing education program that is ac-
credited by a nursing education accreditation body recognized by the
United States Department of Education;

(3) Two years of clinical experience as a nurse practitioner,
nurse midwife, nurse anesthetist, or clinical nurse specialist; and

(4) Current knowledge, competence, and certification in the role
and population foci consistent with teaching responsibilities.
