WAC 344-12-020 Hearings. (1) Hearings before the committee
shall be open to the public. Hearings may be called by the committee,
for the purpose of taking action in respect to any matter within its
jurisdiction, upon its own motion or upon the petition of any interes-
ted party. Petitions for hearings shall be written and verified and
may be in the form of a letter, shall be brief and concise, and shall
state in general terms the matter upon which action of the committee
is desired, the relief sought, and the reasons therefor.

(2) Contested case (adjudicatory) hearings before the committee
shall be conducted under the procedures set forth in chapter 344-08
WAC and chapter 34.04 RCW.
