
WAC 344-12-150  Permit cancellation—Failure to drill.  A permit 
will be cancelled if drilling operations have not commenced within 
twelve months of date of issuance of the permit. Such cancellation 
will take effect thirty days after written notice has been sent to the 
operator by the supervisor. The supervisor may, for good cause, grant 
a reasonable extension, not to exceed six months.
