Reasons Why Rules on this Subject may be Needed and What They
Might Accomplish: This is a new chapter intended to address complaints
against Eastern Washington University students for discrimination,
discriminatory harassment, interpersonal violence, and sexual miscon-
duct. It is intended to comply with relevant federal laws, such as Ti-
tle VI, Title IX, and the Americans with Disabilities Act. It is also
intended to provide a more comprehensive and succinct description of
how these situations are handled, rather than having these provisions
contained within the broader student conduct code, chapter 172-121
WAC.
