Title of Rule and Other Identifying Information: Repeal of Title
465 WAC, Tobacco settlement authority.

Purpose of the Proposal and Its Anticipated Effects, Including
Any Changes in Existing Rules: The tobacco settlement authority
(authority) is repealing Title 465 WAC because the authority is dis-
solving pursuant to RCW 43.340.110.

Reasons Supporting Proposal: On May 15, 2024, the authority ef-
fected the mandatory redemption of all of its outstanding bonds in
whole and on June 24, 2024, the board of the authority wvoted to dis-
solve under the conditions set forth under RCW 43.340.110. Title 465
WAC is no longer necessary because the authority's purpose and obliga-
tions have been fulfilled and the authority is dissolved.

Statutory Authority for Adoption: RCW 43.340.110.

Statute Being Implemented: Not applicable.

Rule is not necessitated by federal law, federal or state court
decision.
