(Board of Osteopathic Medicine and Surgery)
[Filed June 25, 2024, 1:54 p.m., effective July 26, 2024]

Effective Date of Rule: Thirty-one days after filing.

Purpose: Substance abuse monitoring program language updates for
osteopathic physicians and surgeons. The board of osteopathic medicine
and surgery (board) has adopted amendments to WAC 246-853-290,
246-853-300, 246-853-310, and 246-853-320 to update the rules regard-
ing health profession monitoring programs. The adopted changes align
existing rule language with the changes made in SSB 5496 (chapter 43,
Laws of 2022). Changes have replaced "substance abuse" with "substance
use disorder."

The department of health (department) has also adopted technical
amendments to WAC 246-853-990 Osteopathic fees and renewal cycle, to
align with the language changes made by SSB 5496.

These changes align the rules with currently accepted language
for substance use disorders and related monitoring programs.

WAC 246-853-290 Intent of substance use disorder monitoring. It
is the intent of the legislature that the board of osteopathic medi-
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cine and surgery seek ways to identify and support the rehabilitation
of osteopathic physicians and surgeons where practice or competency
may be impaired due to ((the—<abuse—eofdrugs—er—ateohot)) an applicable
impairing health condition. The legislature intends that ((these—prae—
£itieners)) osteopathic physicians be treated so that they can return
to or continue to practice osteopathic medicine and surgery in a way
which safeguards the public. The legislature specifically intends that
the board of osteopathic medicine and surgery establish an alternate
program to the traditional administrative proceedings against osteo-
pathic physicians and surgeons.

In lieu of disciplinary action under RCW 18.130.160 and if the
board of osteopathic medicine and surgery determines that the unpro-
fessional conduct may be the result of ((substanrce—abuse)) an applica-
ble impairing health condition, the board may refer the registrant/
licensee to a voluntary substance ((abuse)) use disorder monitoring
program approved by the board.

(1) "Aftercare" means that period of time after intensive treat-
ment that provides the osteopathic physician and the osteopathic phys-
ician's family with group, or individualized counseling sessions, dis-
cussions with other families, ongoing contact and participation in
self-help groups, and ongoing continued support of treatment program
staff.

(2) "Contract" is a comprehensive, structured agreement between

the recovering osteopathic ( (praetitiener)) physician and the ((ap—

preved)) monitoring program wherein the osteopathic ((praetitioner))
physician consents to comply with the monitoring program and the re-

quired components for the osteopathic ((praetitiener's)) physician's

recovery activity.

gree that it interferes in the functional life of the ((registrantt
tieensee)) licensee, as manifested by health, family, Jjob (professio-
nal services), legal, financial, or emotional problems.

+83)) (5) "Monitoring program" means an approved voluntary sub-

stance use disorder monitoring program or physician health monitoring
program that the board has determined meets the requirements of the
law and rules established by the board, according to the Washington
Administrative Code, which enters into a contract with osteopathic
physicians who have an impairing health condition. The substance moni-
toring program oversees compliance of the osteopathic physician's re-
covery activities as required by the board. Monitoring programs may
provide either evaluation or treatment, or both to participating os-
teopathic physicians.

(6) " ((Proetitioener)) Osteopathic physician support group" is a
group of either osteopathic ((praetitieners—andfer)) physicians or
other health care professionals, or both meeting regularly to support
the recovery of its members. The group provides a confidential setting
with a trained and experienced facilitator in which participants may
safely discuss drug diversion, licensure issues, return to work, and
other professional issues related to recovery.

the presence of drugs of ((abuse)) use disorder in body fluids which
are performed at irregular intervals not known in advance by the per-
son to be tested. The collection of the body fluids must be observed
by a treatment or health care professional or other board or monitor-
ing program-approved observer.

((++F)) (8) "Recovering" means that ((a—ekhemicallydependent))
an osteopathic ( (praetitiener)) physician with an impairing health
condition is in compliance with a treatment plan of rehabilitation in
accordance with criteria established by ((ar—eapproved—treatment—Ffao—

((+2>)) (9) "Rehabilitation" means the process of restoring ((=
chemicealttydependent)) an osteopathic ( (praetitiener)) physician to a
level of professional performance consistent with public health and
safety.
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(10) "Treatment facility" is a facility approved by the bureau of
alcohol and substance abuse, department of social and health services
as specified in RCW 18.130.175.

(11) "Twelve-step groups" are groups such as Alcoholics Anony-—
mous, Narcotics Anonymous, and related organizations based on a phi-
losophy of anonyvmity, belief in a power greater than oneself, peer
group association, and self-help.

WAC 246-853-310 Approval of ((substanece—abuse)) monitoring pro-
grams. The board will approve the monitoring program( (4s)r—which—wilid
partieipate—in)) to facilitate the recovery of osteopathic ((praeti-
+i+eonpers)) physicians. The board will enter into a contract with the

( (pproved—substance—abuse)) monitoring program((4s))) on an annual

basis.

(1) ((Ar—appreoved)) A monitoring program may provide evaluations
((amaeter)) or treatment, or both to the participating osteopathic

( (praetitioners)) physicians.
(2) ((Ar—approeved)) A monitoring program staff must have the

qualifications and knowledge of both ((substaree—<abuse)) impairing
health conditions and the practice of osteopathic medicine and surgery
as defined in chapter 18.57 RCW to be able to evaluate:

(a) Drug screening laboratories;

(b) Laboratory results;

(c) Providers of ((substance—abuse)) treatment for impairing
health conditions, both individual and facilities;

(d) Osteopathic ((praetitiener)) physician support groups;

(e) Osteopathic ((praetitieners')) physicians' work environment;

and

(f) The ability of the osteopathic ((praetitieners)) physicians
to practice with reasonable skill and safety.

(3) ((Ar—appreoeved)) A monitoring program will enter into a con-
tract with the osteopathic ( (praetitiener)) physician and the board to
oversee the osteopathic ((praetitioner's)) physician's compliance with
the requirement of the program.

(4) The program staff of the ((appreved)) monitoring program will
evaluate and recommend to the board, on an individual basis, whether
an osteopathic ( (praetitioner)) physician will be prohibited from en-
gaging in the practice of osteopathic medicine and surgery for a peri-
od of time and restrictions, if any, on the osteopathlc ( (praetitien—
e¥'s)) physician's access to controlled substances in the work place.

(5) ((Ar—appreoved)) A monitoring program shall maintain records
on participants.

(6) ((Ap—appreoved)) A monitoring program will be responsible for
providing feedback to the osteopathic ((praetitiermer)) physician as to
whether treatment progress is acceptable.

(7) ((Apr—approeved)) A monitoring program shall report to the

board any osteopathic ((praetitiener)) physician who fails to comply
with the requirements of the monitoring program.

(8) ((Amr—approved)) A monitoring program shall provide the board
with a statistical report on the program, including progress of par-
ticipants, at least annually, or more frequently as requested by the
board.
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(9) The board shall provide the ((approved)) monitoring program
guidelines on treatment, monitoring, ((ameter)) or limitations on the
practice of osteopathic medicine and surgery for those participating
in the program.

(10) ((Am—approved)) A monitoring program shall provide for the
board a complete financial breakdown of cost for each individual os-

teopathic ((praetitiener)) physician participant by usage at an inter-
val determined by the board in the annual contract.

(11) ((Ar—approeved)) A monitoring program shall provide for the
board a complete annual audited financial statement.
(12) ((Ar—approeved)) A monitoring program shall enter into a

written contract with the board and submit monthly billing statements
supported by documentation.

((2buse)) use disorder monitoring program. (1) The osteopathic

( (praetitioner)) physician who has been investigated by the board may
accept board referral into the ( (approved—substanee—abuse)) monitoring
program. This may occur as a result of disciplinary action.

(a) The osteopathic ( (praetitiener)) physician shall undergo a
complete physical and psychosocial evaluation before entering the
( (epproved)) monitoring program. This evaluation is to be performed by
a health care professional(s) with expertise in ((ekemical—dependen—
ey)) impairing health conditions. The person(s) performing the evalua-
tion shall not be the provider of the recommended treatment.

(b) The osteopathic ( (praetitiener)) physician shall enter into a
contract with the board and the ( (approeved—substance—abuse)) monitor-

ing program to comply with the requirements of the program which
((shad®)) may include, but not be limited to:

(1) The osteopathic ((praetitioener)) physician will undergo ( (+a—
fensive—Substanee—abuse)) treatment ((imr—an—appreoved)) of an impairing
health condition by a treatment facility.

(i1i) ( (Fhe—ostecopathic practitiorner must—compltete—+the)) Comple-
tion of any prescribed aftercare program of the ((imtemsisze)) treat-
ment facility. This may include individual ((amete¥)) or group psycho-
therapy, or both.

(iv) ((The—ostecopathie practitioner must—eause)) Directing the
treatment counselor (s) and authorized prescriber(s) to provide reports
to the appropriate monitoring program at specified intervals. Reports
shall include treatment prognosis, goals, drugs prescribed, etc.

(v) ((Fhe—ostecopathiecpractitioner shatt—submit)) Submitting to
random drug screening, with observed specimen collection, as specified
by the ((apprewved)) monitoring program.

(vi) ((Fhe—ostecopathiece practitioner shall attendostecopathie
practitioner)) Attending osteopathic physician support groups facili-
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tated by health care professionals ((amdfer)) or twelve-step group
meetings, or both as specified by the contract.

(vii) ( (Fhre—osteopathicepractitioner shalt—eompty)) Complying
with specified employment conditions and restrictions as defined by
the contract.

(viii) ((Fhe—osteopathie practitioner shatl—sign)) Signing a
waiver allowing the ((appreved)) monitoring program to release infor-
mation to the board if the osteopathic ((praetitierner)) physician does
not comply with the requirements of the contract.

(c) The osteopathic ( (praetitiener)) physician is responsible for
paying the costs of the physical and psychosocial evaluation, ((sgb—
stanee—abuse)) treatment of the impairing health condition, random
urine screens, and other personal expenses incurred in compliance with
the contract.

(d) The osteopathic ( (praetitiener)) physician may be subject to
disciplinary action under RCW 18.130.160 and 18.130.180 if the osteo-
pathic ( (praetitiener)) physician does not consent to be referred to
the ((appreoved)) monitoring program, does not comply with specified
practice restrictions, or does not successfully complete the program.

(2) An osteopathic ((praetitiener)) physician who is not being
investigated by the board or subject to current disciplinary action,
or not currently being monitored by the board for ( (substanrce—abuse))
an impairing health condition, may voluntarily participate in the
( (pproved—substance—abuse)) monitoring program without being referred
by the board. Such voluntary participants shall not be subject to dis-
ciplinary action under RCW 18.130.160 and 18.130.180 for their ((sub—
stanee—abuse)) 1mpairing health condition, and shall not have their
participation made known to the board if they continue to satisfacto-
rily meet the requirements of the ((appreved)) monitoring program:

(a) The osteopathic ( (praetitiener)) physician shall undergo a
complete physical and psychosocial evaluation before entering the
( (epproved)) monitoring program. This evaluation will be performed by
a health care professional with expertise in ( (ekhemiecal—dependeney))
impairing health conditions. The person(s) performing the evaluation
shall not also be the provider of the recommended treatment.

(b) The osteopathic ( (praetitiener)) physician shall enter into a
contract with the ( (approved—substance—abuse)) monitoring program to

comply with the requirements of the program which shall include, but
not be limited to:

(c) The osteopathic ( (praetitiener)) physician is responsible for
paying the costs of the physical and psychosocial evaluation, ((sgb—
stanee—abuse)) treatment of impairing health condition, random urine
screens, and other personal expenses incurred in compliance with the
contract.

WAC 246-853-990 Osteopathic fees and renewal cycle. (1) Licen-
ses must be renewed every year on the ((praetitiener's)) physician's
birthday as provided in chapter 246-12 WAC, except postgraduate train-
ing limited licenses.

(2) Postgraduate training limited licenses must be renewed every
year to correspond to program dates.

(3) The following nonrefundable fees will be charged for osteo-
pathic physicians:
