AN ACT Relating to fiscal matters; amending 1992 c ... ss 601, 602,1

603, 604, 605, 606, 607, and 608; and making appropriations.2

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHINGTON:3

Sec. 1. 1992 c ... s 601 is amended to read as follows:4

HIGHER EDUCATION. The appropriations in sections 602 through 6105

of this act are subject to the following conditions and limitations:6

(1) "Institutions of higher education" means the institutions7

receiving appropriations pursuant to sections 602 through 610 of this8

act.9

(2)(a) "Student quality standard" means, for each four-year10

institution and the community and technical colleges as a whole, the11

following amount divided by the budgeted enrollment levels specified in12

(b) of this subsection: The combined operating appropriations under13

this act from the general fund--state and the institutional operating14

fees account, less expenditures for plant maintenance and operation,15



with the exception of Washington State University, where cooperative1

extension and agriculture research expenditures are excluded, and with2

the exception of the state board for community and technical colleges,3

where technical college operations and FTE enrollments, the Seattle4

vocational institute operations and FTE enrollments, and supplemental5

funding and enrollments for timber-dependent communities are excluded.6

(b) Budgeted Enrollments: Each institution shall enroll to its7

budgeted biennial average full time equivalent enrollments, plus four8

percent or minus two percent, except each branch campus shall enroll9

within plus or minus twelve percent. If the estimated 1991-93 average10

biennial full time equivalent student enrollment of an institution or11

branch campus (as estimated on April 30, 1993, by the office of12

financial management using spring enrollment reports submitted by the13

institutions) varies from the biennial budgeted amount by more than14

four percent above or two percent below the budgeted amount, or twelve15

percent above or below the budgeted amount for each branch campus, then16

an amount equal to the student quality standard multiplied by the17

number of full time equivalent students above or below the variances18

shall revert to the state general fund. The variance allowance for the19

state board for community and technical colleges excludes the technical20

colleges.21

institution of higher education may allow its expenditures for plant12

00operation and maintenance to fall more than five percent below the13

amounts allotted for this purpose.14

(3)(a) Each four-year institution of higher education shall reduce15

the amount of operating fee foregone revenue from tuition waivers by16

((thirteen)) 6.6 percent of the fiscal year 1993 projection under the17

office of financial management tuition and fee model used in the18

governor’s February 1992 forecast.19

(b) The state board for community and technical colleges shall20

reduce the amount of operating fee foregone revenue from tuition21

waivers, for the community college system as a whole, by ((thirteen and22

forty-seven hundredths)) 6.6 percent of the fiscal year 1993 projection23

under the office of financial management tuition and fee model used in24

the governor’s February 1992 forecast, excluding the adult basic25

education program.26

(4)(a) The amounts specified in (b), (c), and (d) of this27

subsection are maximum amounts that each institution may spend from the28

appropriations in sections 602 through 610 of this act for staff salary29

In20

providing these increases, institutions shall ensure that each person21

employed in these classifications is granted a salary increase of 3.122

percent on January 1, 1992, and 2.5 percent on January 1, 1993. The23

remaining amounts shall be used by each institution to grant salary24

increases on January 1, 1992, and on January 1, 1993 that address its25

most serious salary inequities among exempt staff within these26

classifications.27

(12) $4,700,000 of the general fund--federal appropriation is5

provided solely for adult basic education and other related purposes as6

may be defined by federal regulations.7

(13) $3,064,000 of the general fund--state appropriation is8

provided solely for the Seattle vocational institute.9

(14) The state board for community and technical colleges shall10

reduce spending for the entire system by $625,000 for travel. These11

funds are to be used to mitigate enrollment reductions as part of the12

agency’s 2.5 percent allotment reduction.13

(15) $585,000 of the general fund--state appropriation is provided14

solely for English instruction to non-English speaking immigrants.15
