BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHINGTON:

NEW SECTION. Sec. 1. A new section is added to chapter 82.04 RCW

to read as follows:

This chapter shall not apply to amounts derived by a church that is
exempt from property tax under RCW 84.36.020 from the provision of care
for children for periods of less than twenty-four hours.
