BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF WASHINGTON:4

NEW SECTION. Sec. 1. (1) The department of health, in conjunction5

with the department of social and health services, local health6

jurisdictions, coroners, medical examiners, and other appropriate7

entities, shall develop a consistent process for review of all8

unexpected deaths of minors who are in the care of or receiving those9

services described in chapter 74.13 RCW from the department of social10

and health services. For purposes of this section an "unexpected death11

of a minor" is a death not resulting from a diagnosed terminal illness12

or other debilitating or deteriorating illness or condition where death13

is anticipated.14

(2) The department of health shall report its findings and15

recommendations to the legislature by November 1, 1995.16
