rental rates for the use of its real property, buildings, or7

structures. The department shall deposit receipts from the charges in8

the transportation capital facilities account.))9

The department may transfer to the transportation capital10

facilities account all federal moneys made available for the purpose of11

purchase, acquisition, exchange, sale, construction, repair,12

replacement, maintenance, or operation of real property, buildings, or13

structures necessary or convenient for the planning, design,14

construction, operation, maintenance, or administration of the state15

transportation system under the jurisdiction of the department.16
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
